Jean-Marc is standing on the Champ de Mars in Paris looking up at the Eiffel tower. He measures the angle of elevation to the top of the tower and it is 27º. After walking 433 meters directly towards the tower he again measures the angle of elevation and it is 58º.
a) Construct and label a diagram that illustrates all the above information.
b) Explain (in a clear step by step manner) how the diagram can be used to find the height of the Eiffel tower.

c) Use your plan from part b to compute the height of the Eiffel tower correct to the nearest meter.
